11. Equivalent transfer courses, if taken prior to admission, may meet core requirements.  Any course taken to fulfill core requirements after
admission to Benedictine must be a core elective course (labeled with a “C” in the Catalog or course schedule) or an IAI core course. Substitutions are not allowed after entry.  Written permission is required for current Benedictine students to transfer in courses from other schools.  See your advisor.
